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Building a Coffin

This rectangular coffin is easier to build than one with shaped sides.
The total width, 700 mm, fits a crematorium but for your own peace
of mind, seek confirmation before beginning the job. The internal
length here is 1900 mm (6'3") but if need be, you can increase this or
shorten it to make transport easier. Remember, the deceased's length
may exceed the living length, so allow an additional 50 mm margin.
